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Cemetery Association Meeting Minutes

Prior to the Homecoming celebration, we had our
annual cemetery association meeting. Here's an
abbreviated version of the meeting minutes:

Trinity Methodist Church Cemetery Fund, Inc. held
its annual meeting on Sunday, July 15, 2001, at
Trinity United Methodist Church, Raleigh, MS. The
meeting was called to order at 9:50am by the Interim
President, Mickey Thompson.

The Secretary-Treasurer passed out the minutes of
last year's annual meeting (July 16, 2000), which
were then approved.

The Secretary-Treasurer then went over the financial
activity for the past year (July 1, 2000 to July 12,
2001).

A printout from Trustmark Bank was presented
which showed the amount of money in all accounts.
This report and printout serves as an audit and
meets the guidelines in the association bylaws.

It was reported at the 2000 annual meeting that the
accumulated net interest amount was $6,293.95.
This year's net interest is -$833.63 (Interest income -
total expenses). This results in a current
accumulated net interest of $5,460.32. This is the
amount currently available to us for expenses
(building and grounds maintenance, utilities,
projects, etc.). Our bylaws state that the principal of
any donations cannot be used for expenses, only the
earned interest.

The possibility of converting the room outside of the
men's restroom into a memorial room was
discussed. It was decided to let the Board of
Directors determine what to do.

Dariel Boykin recommended and the members
approved that we place a bronze plaque in the
cemetery in memory of Mondell Tramel. The plaque
is meant to honor the work that Mondell did on the
cemetery. It was left to the Board of Directors to
determine the location, wording, and the cost of the
plaque.

The members want to thank Harold Husband for the
work he did in getting the new air conditioning and
heating unit.

The President called for the elections of the Board
members and Secretary-Treasurer whose terms
expire in 2001. Mickey Thompson was elected to fill
the remainder of Jesse Rogers' term as President,
Robert Webb was re-elected as a Board member for
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five years, and Bill Tramel was re-elected as
Secretary-Treasurer for a one-year term.

The current Board and their associated terms are:

The next Board of Directors meeting will be in
November 2001. The Secretary-Treasurer will notify
the Board members of the date and time. The next
annual meeting will be July 21, 2002 - the third
Sunday in July.

Board of Directors Meeting Minutes

We have had one Board of Directors meeting since
the annual meeting in July. Here's an abbreviated
version of the meeting minutes:

Trinity Methodist Church Cemetery Fund, Inc. Board
of Directors (“Board”) met on Saturday, November
10, 2001 at Trinity United Methodist Church. Those
present were:

Mickey Thompson Davis Bailey
Harold Husband Bill Tramel
Lee Middleton Robert Webb

The meeting was called to order by the President at
10:00am. The minutes of the annual meeting (July
15, 2001) were read.

Bill Tramel gave the Treasurer's report.

Bill Tramel mentioned that CD rates were quite low;
resulting in our income being lower when the higher
rate CD's mature (one matures in December). A
motion was made, seconded, and approved to let Bill
Tramel make all decisions about what bank should
have our re-invested CD's.

The Board discussed the decision in the annual
meeting to place a plaque in the cemetery in memory
of Mondell Tramel. It was agreed to get a 10"x16"
plague and put it on one of the brick posts on the
cemetery gate. It was decided to let Bill Tramel
decide on the wording after he gets suggestions
from Dariel Boykin. After we get the wording, we will
investigate the cost of the plaque.

The possibility of installing additional plaques in the
future was discussed. Bill Tramel mentioned that
having too many on the brick entry posts might look
"busy", and suggested a maximum of one plaque per
post.

The possibility of re-arranging the bathrooms was
discussed, as it has been for the last several
meetings. It was decided to table any changes for
now, and to leave it off any future agendas. If
someone would like to discuss it again later, it can
be brought back up at that time.

The suggestion from the annual meeting to turn the
room outside the men's bathroom into a memorial
room was discussed. It was decided to take no
action at this time.

The disposal of the hickory tree out front is in
progress. It has been felled and is in the process of
being cut up.

Everyone agreed to let High Hill Baptist Church use
our facilities for their Sunday worship services, until
they get their new building. It was also agreed that
we would pay the increased utility costs, as long as
they are not excessive.

The rusting on the metal Trinity Methodist sign was
discussed. The sign has been painted before, but
the rust keeps coming back. Rob Webb will talk to
someone about the cost of a new sign or what it
would take to keep the old sign from rusting.

A new rail for the back steps was discussed, but no
action was decided at this time.

The meeting adjourned at 10:30am. Bill Tramel will
notify everyone about the date of the next Board
meeting, but it should occur in the Feb/Mar
timeframe.

Donations

Donations are used for the upkeep and maintenance
of the Cemetery and Church. This includes keeping
the grass cut, fixing anything that breaks, paying the
utilities and insurance, and having occasional
projects to enhance the Church or Cemetery. For
example, past projects were to add a nice fence
around the cemetery, add a steeple to the Church,
and replace the air conditioning / heating system.
