Dr. Marshall E. Burnett, Jr.  officially retired from the 
Mississippi Conference of the United Methodist 
Church in 1992. Since then, he has served in 
retirement as the Minister of Evangelistic Visitation 
for Crossgates United Methodist Church in Brandon. 

Dr. Burnett graduated from Meridian High School in 
1943 and served in the U.S. Army until 1946. He 
received a B.S. degree from Millsaps College in 
1949; a Master of Divinity degree from Duke 
University Divinity School in 1956; and a Doctor of 
Education degree from the University of Southern 
Mississippi in 1981.  

Dr. Burnett has served in various capacities at 
several United Methodist churches in Mississippi, 
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including Richton, Christ United Methodist Church in 
Jackson, Florence, and Flora. 

He and his wife, the former Lynn Wilson, currently 
reside in Flora. They have four children and five 
grandchildren. It should also be noted that Dr. 
Burnett’s father, Rev. Marshall Burnett (Sr.) served 
the Raleigh Methodist Church in the early 1950s.

When a family member dies that you would like 
buried at the Cemetery, please contact Bill Tramel 
(contact information later in this newsletter) or any 
member of the Board of Directors. We can make 
sure the funeral home has approval to open the 
grave and determine where you would like the grave 
to be. 

Some people have already designated their burial 
location; near family or just have a favorite spot. If 
you already know where you would like to be, please 
let me or someone on the Board know so that we 
can make sure there won’t be a conflict.
